1.0) A statement similar to:  “This is an Official Income Tax Receipt”

2.0) The Serial Number of the Tax Receipt

3.0) The full legal name and Address of the charity as it appears in CRA’s records.  If the charity is unsure, go to http://www.cra-arc.gc.ca/tax/charities/menu-e.html and search for your charity.

4.0) The BIN (Business Identification Number) of the Charity in full.

5.0) The Fair Market Value of the Non –cash Gift

6.0) The Eligible Amount of the Gift

7.0) The Name and Address of the Donor

8.0) The Date of the Donation

9.0) The Name of the Fund if applicable (e.g. general operating fund, Arthritis Fund, etc)

10.0) For Non-cash gifts only, a brief description of the property including the name and address of the appraiser if an appraisal was done.

11.0) The location where the receipt was issued

12.0) Signature of the Charity

13.0) Date the Receipt was Issued if different from Date of Donation

14.0) Canada Revenue Agency’s name and website address.
